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Dear First Friday Doylestown Participants,

First Friday Doylestown has become a very popular event that people from all over Central Bucks County look forward to on a monthly basis.  FFD is only successful – because each of you has embraced this program with much excitement and enthusiasm.  

This grassroots program has garnered a lot of attention from neighboring counties to states as far away as Maine.  FFD works because of your participation, a great partnership with the Doylestown Borough/ Police Department and the FFD Committee members.

Our partnership with Doylestown Borough is essential to the future success of FFD.  The Borough wants to support FFD in every way possible – this means we need improved communication with the Borough Manager and we need to adhere to Borough ordinances.  We also need to observe Pennsylvania State laws.  

Let us elaborate with you what we will need to observe and follow for all FFD events:

1. Communication – John Davis – Borough Manager would like to meet with Krisy and I once per month prior to the next FFD.  John would like to know what types of events will be held at each retailer or public area – so that he can properly coordinate with the Police.

In order for Krisy and I to report anything to John – it is imperative that each participant send a brief synopsis of the event that will take place at your establishment.  We will need you to e-mail the information by the 15th of each month for proper lead time.  FFD block captains will assist you with the communication process.

2. Safety Concerns – The Borough has asked us to communicate to all participants that use of the sidewalk for bands or artists cannot take place without a permit.  This falls under Borough ordinance Part 2 – Parades and Street Gatherings

We are requesting that all future FFD events be held inside your establishment.  If you feel that this cannot be done – please obtain a permit with the Borough.  This is a very important safety concern that all of us need to abide by – we do not want to take the chance of an attendee being hurt by a vehicle.

3. Alcohol Free Event-Disclaimer – All FFD events are alcohol free events and all participants should abide by this condition.  To the extent that any participating establishment (other than a Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board-PLCB - licensed facility) serves or provides alcohol free of charge or otherwise to any member of the public, such establishment does so “at its own risk” and FFD hereby disclaims all liability associated with such action on the part of the offending establishment.  

4. State Laws – For those of you who, notwithstanding the alcohol free rules, choose to serve alcohol to your guests during FFD events, please make sure that you adhere to the following State Liquor Code provisions:

a. The provision of alcohol for sale to the public without a proper license is a violation of the PLCB rules and regulations.


a. Open containers cannot leave your establishment (this is mandatory).  


b. Do not serve alcohol to minors;


c. Proper I.D. must be shown by anyone suspected of being under age before alcohol is served.

First Friday Doylestown will continue to be a success with all of your help.  We appreciate your time and attention to these important matters.
