WAIVER OF LIABILITY AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT
Parties.  _____________________, (the “Participant”), which includes Participant’s officers, agents, servants, volunteers, sponsors, or employees, will participate in the First Friday Doylestown celebration (the “Program”) sponsored by First Friday Doylestown, Inc. (“FFD”), a Pennsylvania non-profit corporation.  FFD is a charitable organization pursuant to Section 501(c)(3) of the federal Internal Revenue Code.
The Program.  The program is an event that occurs in Doylestown Borough, Bucks County, on the first Friday of every month, is administered by FFD, and combines the efforts of local merchants, businesses, musicians, artists and other interested individuals to promote and celebrate the arts.  FFD coordinates with the Participant to provide local musicians and artists with venues to perform and exhibit.  The Program is not promoted as a commercial activity, but as an event of good will to the arts and the local community.
WHEREAS, the Participant desires to participate in FFD on __________________, 2009.

WHEREAS, in exchange for Participant’s inclusion in the Program, the Participant desires to hold harmless FFD from any claims and/or litigation arising out of the Participant’s involvement in the Program.  
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained herein, Participant and FFD agree as follows:

TERMS
1. The Participant shall abide by all of the rules and regulations of the Program.
2. The Participant shall maintain a policy of insurance with a limit of no less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) covering liability for bodily injury and property damage for the period that includes _______________, 2009.  The Participant shall name FFD as an additional insured on its policies of insurance.  All insurance shall be written with responsible companies licensed to do business in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  A Certificate of Insurance evidencing the insurance referenced herein, provided by the company issuing the policy, shall be provided to FFD prior to the Participant’s participation in the Program.
3. The Participant hereby RELEASES, WAIVES, DISCHARGES AND COVENANTS NOT TO SUE FFD, its officers, agents, servants, sponsors, volunteers or employees (“Releasee”) from any and all liability, claims, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever arising out of or related to any loss, damage, or injury to property or person, including death, that may be sustained by the Participant or any of its officers, agents, servants, sponsors, volunteers, or employees, WHETHER CAUSED BY THE NEGLIGENCE OF THE RELEASEE, or otherwise, while participating in the Program, or while in, or upon the premises of where the Program is being conducted, whether brought by an individual or other entity, or imposed by a court of law or by administrative action of any federal, state, or local governmental body or agency.
4. Participant has volunteered time and services because of its’ support of the Program and desire to participate actively in the furtherance of its mission.  Participant understands that its activities in the program entail a risk of physical injury or death and that Participant may be exposed to hazards arising from travel, use of tools or other activities.  Participant further understands that accidents or injuries may occur in locations or under circumstances where medical attention is not readily available.  PARTICIPANT EXPRESSLY ASSUME ALL RISKS associated with such hazards, as well as all other risks associated with or arising from my volunteer activities.  

5. Participant further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the RELEASEE from any loss, liability, damage or costs, including court costs and attorney fees, that they may incur due to Participant’s service in the Program, WHETHER CAUSED BY NEGLIGENCE OF RELEASEE or otherwise.  This indemnification applies to and includes, without limitation, the payment of all penalties, fines, judgments, awards, decrees, attorney’s fees, and related costs or expenses, and any reimbursements to FFD for all legal expenses and costs incurred by it.
6. Participant warrants that the individuals who have signed this Agreement have the legal power, right, and authority to make this Agreement and bind the Participant.  In signing this release, Participant acknowledges and represents that it has read the foregoing Waiver of Liability and Hold Harmless Agreement, understands it and signs it voluntarily.  This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties related to the matters specified herein, and supersedes any prior oral or written statements or agreements between the parties related to such matters.
